Context of lesson: Sustainability and Supply Chain

Differentiated Learning Objectives

At the end of the lesson all pupils will:

Know the role of the BCCCA

Know what sustainable development means

Know the main production countries of cocoa beans

Be able to describe a simplified supply chain for chocolate
At the end of the lesson most pupils will:

Be able to describe what a sustainable business is and what the chocolate industry want to grow and improve.

Identify how manufacturers work to increase the quality of products

At the end of the lesson some pupils will:

Understand fully the importance of Sustainable Development and the desire to encourage smallholdings rather than mass production

Discuss more complex supply chains that may operate in the Chocolate industry.

Understand and be able to discuss why sustainability can benefit Stakeholders involved in the production of chocolate. 



Previous knowledge and understanding needed to support the teaching of this lesson

This is a lesson for International Trade, Supply Chain and Sustainable Development for Year 10 GCSE for OCR. The Case Study is to be read and wordsearch completed as homework. The classroom session will try to pull out relevant points, which students need to be aware of.  Their level of knowledge will be gauged through an initial question and answer session where the wordsearch will be marked and discussed.
