Now prepare for  “Amway CSR Bingo”  

1. Ask learners to draw a freehand, blank, nine square grid.

2. Issue the CSR key terms sheet

3. Learners will now select 9 of the 15 key terms/phrases and enter them (or their numbers)  into the boxes on their grids

4. Call “eyes down” and select/read out definitions or explanations of the key terms/phrases

5. Learners cross off the key terms/phrases that match the definitions/explanations.

6. When a line is called, read out the definitions/explanations

7. Proceed to ‘full house’ when that is called, read out the correct definitions/explanations.
